Mitchell was a founding member 
of the Society in 1976 and served 
as our second President, Treas-
urer, Piper, Newsletter Editor and 
Educator.  He more than exem-
plified the goals and ideals of the 
Society in his love of Scotland and 
America and in his service to oth-
ers.

To qualify, a scholarship applicant 
must: 

1. Be a member of the St. Andrew 
Society of Tallahassee or reside in 
Leon or bordering counties. 

2. Use the grant to increase his/
her knowledge, and to contribute 
to the body of knowledge, of 
Scottish history and traditions; or 
to improve his/her knowledge or 

performance skills of Scottish 
music, dance, or arts. 

3. Explain how the use will bene-
fit the Applicant and the commu-
nity at large and how it will reflect 
the goals and purpose of the St. 
Andrew Society. 

4. State what the grant will be 
used for and how, where, and 
when it will be used. 

5.  Demonstrate a level of matur-
ity or skill that the Scholarship 
Committee deems to be appropri-
ate to the activity for which the 
grant will be used. 

6. Complete the Application 
Form provided by the Committee 
and submit it to said Committee 
by the published date. 

7. Attach to the completed Appli-
cation Form a Statement of Expla-
nation, composed and written 
solely by the Applicant, not to 
exceed two type written pages in 
length.  The composition must 
address requirements 2, 3, 4, and 
5 listed above. 

8. Certify that the Applicant will 
use the Grant, if received, as de-
scribed in article 7 above, or re-
turn the grant monies to the 
Committee within 11 days after 
the course was scheduled to be-
gin. 

9. Agrees to appear before a 
meeting or event of the St. An-
drew Society after completing the 
course or activity for which the 
grant was awarded to demonstrate 
what was gained. 

10. Appear before the Committee 
if requested. 

If you know of an individual who 
is pursuing such an interest, let a 
board member know. We have 
helped send pipers and dancers to 
schools. We have even assisted a 
young man attend a summer ses-
sion at St. Andrews University.

Glasgow University 
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After several years of financial 
struggle, a year rained out, a two-
year hiatus and a re-start year in 
2008, May 16, 2009 marked a true 
new beginning for the Scottish 
Games Council, Inc. and its Talla-
hassee Highland Games and Celtic 
Festival. òWeõre actually seeing a 
little financial sunshineó, said 
Keiff Lindsey, Council President.  
òItõs been a long road, but weõre 
beginning to put together a pretty 
darn good team,ó continued 
Lindsey. 
 

Although delayed briefly by a 
passing thunder storm, an esti-
mated 8,500 participants still en-
joyed a day of highland athletics, 
pipe bands, sheep dog demonstra-

tions, and sampled Scottish cui-
sine. Many attendees met with 
their clan representative,  checked 
out their genealogy at the Tartan 
Museumõs display from Franklin, 
NC or shopped at the many Scot-
tish and Celtic vendors. 
 

 A full day of Celtic entertainment 
included The McIlroys, Tinkers 
Damn, The Ned Devines, Paddy 
Go Easy, and the Tallahassee 
Irish Step-Dancers. The Panama 
City Pipe Band, Duncan McCall 
from Pensacola and the Tallahas-
see Pipe Band not only lead the 
opening ceremonyõs Parade of 
Clans but also provided very 
popular impromptu ensembles 
around the grounds throughout 
the day. 

Plans are already underway for the 

2010 Highland Festival.  The N. 
Florida Fairgrounds has already 
been booked for April 10, 2010. 
The Honored Guest and Clan 
have already been chosen and will 
be announced at the SAS New 
Membersõ Reception.
