Scotland went to the polls in May and the 

Scottish Nationalist Party won the most 

seats and their leader, Alex Salmond, has 

become the First Minister.  Because the 

party did not win an outright majority of 

the seats in parliament, it will not be able 

to go forward with the most controversial 

part of its program, a referendum on 

Scottish independence from the rest of 

the UK.  The final results were: 

 Scottish Nationalist   47 seats             

Labor              46 seats 

Conservative   17 seats              

Liberal Democrat          16 seats 

  

It is somewhat ironic that this year was 

the 300th anniversary of the Act of Un-

ion which created the Parliament of 

Great Britain which eliminated the Scot-

tish Parliament and centralized the gov-

ernment in Westminster, London.  The 

results eliminated all of the seats for-

merly held by the minority parties, the 

Greens and the Scottish Socialists.
