ñAfter eight years, I believe it is time to 

pass along the mantle of "Tartan-keeper" 

to another member.

Thank you.ò             

  

 

Doris, caught enjoying the ñaddress to 
the Haggisò at one of our festive eve-
nings recently.   Another service she 

has performed is the preparation of that 
magnificent dishðthe Haggis! 

There are numerous stories about the 

method for stalking and capturing the 

wild Scottish Haggis.  Many are of the 

type of the "snipe hunt." 

 

The hunt starts with a tracker going up 

the Ben (mountain) to find the trail of the 

wild Haggis.  The wild Haggis runs 

around the top of the mountain in a 

clockwise direction.  This has been the 

nature of the beast since birth.  Due to 

this compulsive behavior, the Haggis has 

longer legs on the right side of the 

body.  This allows the Haggis to remain 

upright on the steep slopes of the high-

lands. 

  

When the trail of the Haggis is found by 

the tracker, the hunting party is brought 

up and placed in ambush.  The hunting 

party sits quietly, and in order to keep 

warm, consumes large quantities of "the 

water of l i fe"  (s ingle mal t 

whisky).  When a Haggis is seen ap-

proaching through the heather, the 

tracker calls out "Haggis, Haggis" and 

the hunting party spreads out in an an-

cient hunting pattern that they learned in 

their youth.  It is important to make sure 

that the Haggis does not break through 

the hunting party lines because the wild 

Haggis is faster than any human can run 

and when running in their normal clock-

wise direction, is more surefooted than 

any mountain goat.  If it breaks through, 

it will be gone in a flash.  The idea is to 

drive the wild haggis to the bottom of the 

slope.  this can take several hours due to 

the stamina of the wild Haggis and the

slowness of the hunting party from the 

consumption of the warming liquid 

while waiting on the trail. 

  

Once the Haggis has been driven to the 

level Glen floor, the hunters have a 

very distinct advantage.  The short legs 

on the left side of the Haggis cause the 

beast to run in circles.  when the Hag-

gis starts running in circles, the hunting 

party can then surround it and capture it 

in a stout bag.  It is important to use a 

very strong bag and have a sober 

"Ghillie Bag Man".**  Because 

the Haggis is a very active beast.  It is 

always best that the Ghillie remains in 

the Glen while the hunting party is up 

the mountain.  There are two reasons 

for this:  one is that sometimes when 

ambushed, the wild Haggis will be star-

tled and reverse course, running in a 

counter clockwise direction.  This will 

result in the short left legs being on the 

outside and the animal will lose bal-

ance and roll down the mountain where 

the Ghillie can scoop the Haggis up in 

his bag.  The second reason for leaving 

the Ghillie at the base of the mountain 

is that he is not a part of the ritual that 

takes place with the party lying in am-

bush.  This ritual is the time honored 

tradition of keeping warm with the con-

sumption of large quantities of the 

"water of life".   

  

After the beast is captured, the celebra-

tion can begin.  Soon the entire hunting 

party can be found lying flat on the 

ground among the empty casks. 

  

There is still a rumor that Haggis is 

actually a traditional Scottish dish 

made from the heart, liver and lungs 

of a sheep, mixed with oatmeal and 

seasoning, placed in a bag made from 

the stomach of the sheep, and boiled.  I 

hope that this sets the matter straight.
