St. Andrewõs Day 
St. Andrew's Day is the 
feast day of Saint An-
drew. It is celebrated on 
30 November. 
 

Saint Andrew is the pa-
tron saint of Scotland, 
and St. Andrew's Day is 
Scotland's official na-
tional day . It is also the 
official Flag Day of 
Scotland and a time 

when families gather.  
 

St. Andrew's Day is 
mainly celebrated ònorth 
of the Borderó and by 
Scots living outside of 
Scotland, generally led 
by St. Andrew's Socie-
ties. The Saint's Day is 
usually a celebration of 
general Scottishness 
with traditional food, 
music (especially bag-

pipes) and dancing, and 
of course good Scotch.  
 

Our St. Andrew Society 
marks the occasion with 
our annual dinner a few 
days later on December 
5 at Summerbrooke 
Golf Course.

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The politics of Scotland forms a 
distinctive part of the wider poli-
tics of the United Kingdom. 

Constitutionally, the United 
Kingdom is de jure a unitary state 
with one sovereign parliament 
and government. However, un-
der a system of devolution (or 
home rule) adopted in the late 
1990s three of the four countries 
of the United Kingdom -
Scotland, Wales and Northern 
Ireland- voted for limited self-
government, subject to the con-
tinuing sovereignty of the UK 
Parliament in Westminster. As 
such the Scottish Parliament is 
not de jure sovereign. However, it 
is thought unlikely that any UK 
parliament would try to unilater-
ally abolish the devolved parlia-
ment and government without 

consultation with the voter via a 
referendum. The head of state in 
Scotland is the British monarch, 
currently Queen Elizabeth (since 
1952). 

Executive power in the United 
Kingdom is vested in the 
Queen-in-Council, while legisla-
tive power is vested in the 
Queen-in-Parliament (the Crown 
and the Parliament of the United 
Kingdom at Westminster in 
London). Under devolution, ex-
ecutive and legislative powers in 
certain areas have been constitu-
tionally delegated to the Scottish 
Government and the Scottish 
Parliament, respectively. 

The United Kingdom Parlia-
ment retains active power over 
Scotland's taxes, social security 
system, the military, interna-
tional relations, broadcasting, 
and some other areas explicitly 
specified in the Scotland Act 
1998 as reserved matters. The 
Scottish Parliament has legisla-
tive authority for all other areas 
relating to Scotland, and has lim-
ited power to vary income tax 
(the so-called Tartan Tax). 

The Scottish Parliament is a uni-
cameral legislature with 129 
Members, 73 of whom represent 
individual constituencies and are 
elected on a first past the post 
system; 56 are elected in eight 
different electoral regions by the 
additional member system. The 
Queen appoints one of the 
members of the Parliament, on 
the nomination of the Parlia-
ment, to be First Minister. Other 
Ministers are also appointed by 
the Queen on the nomination of 
the Parliament and together with 
the First Minister they make up 
Scottish Government, the execu-
tive arm of government.
